Shady Garden Kit

Hardy as new seedlings, transplant easily
Attracts bee/hummingbird/butterflies
Excellent addition to herb gardens,
borders, perennial gardens & prairies
Crushed leaves smell like licorice (used
to make tea & cold remedies)

Fringed Loose Strife

Tolerates shady areas, but does well in
full sunlight if moisture is available
Great plant for moist woodlands,
meadows, swamps, shores and thickets
Flowers in light shade and grows from
slender rhizomes

Jacob’s Ladder

Leaves are somewhat ladder-like

Purple bell-shaped flowers with yellow
center

Relatively pest free & low maintenance
Prefer shade to partial shade and moist,
but not wet, soil

Highlights late-season landscape with
magnificent blooms ranging in color from
blue-purple to lavender-pink, with
yellow-orange centers

Provides a critical fall nectar source for
pollinators, especially Monarchs

If height becomes an issue, pinch back
stems a few times before mid-July

Pleasant fragrance like cinnamon
Prefers full to partial sun, wet to moist
conditions, and soil containing mucky
clay, rich loam or silt

Doesn’t tolerate hot dry conditions
Flowers very popular with many kinds of
insects, bees, wasps, flies and butterflies

2-6 feet

Late Summer
(bloom lasts
1 month)

Bottom of Raingarden

Forms low growing attractive clumps of
fine leaved vegetation

Prefers full sun

Grows well in sandy, loamy or clay soils
Often called bottlebrush sedge

An ornamental sedge, it grows well in
difficult conditions that would rot the
roots of other plants

A member of the sunflower family,
boneset is also called "feverwort" or
"sweating-plant"

White flowers attract birds & butterflies
Clumps can be divided in spring or fall
To early herb doctors, this plant was
useful in setting bones, its leaves
wrapped with bandages around splints

Great for naturalizing borders

Prefers upland and moist woodlands
Tolerates deer, heavy shade & wet soil
Features light to dark blue, tubular, 2-
lipped flowers

Easily grown in rich, medium to wet soils
in full sun to part shade

Sometimes called blue cardinal flower

The yellow flowers of this goldenrod
grow in dense, flat-topped clusters
Great for cut flower arrangements
Attracts butterflies & high numbers of
bees, including yellow-faced bees,
Andrenid bees, sweat bees, small and
large carpenter bees, digger bees,
bumble bees and honey bees
